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@ ne thing that has come out of the TCN process
is the importance of Outreach. It’s a challenge,
to be sure. We are often intimidated at the idea of
sharing our faith or inviting a friend or neighbor to
join us at church. Doesn’t that job belong to people
with more training and experience? Not necessarily!
Consider the story of Christ’s resurrection...

It was early morning when Mary Magdalene, Mary
the mother of James, and Solome went to the tomb.
They were going to do the “women’s work” of
anointing the body as there was not time to observe
the burial rituals on that Good Friday. In their
patriarchal society, there were definite roles that were
ascribed to men and women. Positions of leadership
in the synagogue and in the family were for men.
Women’s roles were important in the Jewish culture,
but they were in the background, working in the
home. Women generally didn’t even approach men
outside of their own relatives.

The Jewish Sabbath begins Friday at sundown and
continues until sundown on Saturday. The anointing
couldn’t take place until after the Sabbath and the
women needed the light of day. Filled with grief,
they made their way to Jesus’ tomb, likely a cave in
the hillside. The Gospel of Mark tells us they were
wondering how they would move the stone that
sealed the tomb. To their great surprise, the stone
was already rolled away. The angel says to them,
“He is not here....Go, tell the disciples and Peter...”
Matthew’s account also says, “Go quickly and tell
his disciples...”

The women are told, “Go...Tell!”

The angel does not ask the women to run and get
the disciples. No, the angel gave the good news
and the job of sharing it to them. They were to go
and tell, and to do so quickly! They were to carry
the good news that Jesus is alive just as they had
heard it. Their experience at the tomb, their
memory and perception were enough.

That’s you and me, too. A degree in theology or
years of Bible study isn’t what equips us to share
our faith. Faith is all the “equipment” we need.
Your faith, your memory of God’s goodness, your
love is enough. When it comes to sharing faith,
it’s up to all of us, but we aren’t alone, the Holy
Spirit is there to help. Often it isn’t what you say
that shares your faith, it’s what you do. Consider
these words attributed to St. Francis of Assisi,
“Preach a sermon every day. When necessary, use
words.”

Gracious God, use me to share your
saving grace with others. Help me, in
words and in action, to go and tell others
about you. Amen.
